Securing safe food is difficult for Wichita's homeless, but it turns out that Saturday is an even 

more difficult day than usual for obtaining meals. There are a number of reasons for this, but the 

problem remains: How do Wichita's homeless get decent food on the weekends? 

For over a decade now area churches have been joining together to provide Saturday lunches 

for Wichita's homeless population. Led by St. John's Episcopal Church in downtown Wichita, this 

ministry has fed thousands of people a nutritious lunch since its inception.  A couple of years ago 

University Congregational Church joined this effort and we now provide sack lunches on two 

Saturdays throughout the year. The dates for our church this year are May 11th and November 

9th. Our members meet on the Friday evening prior to the Sandwich Saturday and work together 

building sandwiches and packing brown bags.   

Sometimes we have enough in our ministerial fund to cover the cost of supplies, but this year we 

are asking congregants to assist us with the cost. It takes almost $300.00 to provide one hundred 

and fifty nutritious lunches and we welcome any contributions towards this effort. Also, we invite 

anyone who wants to help to either sign-up for the Friday night lunch build (May 10th or Novem-

ber 8th) or talk to Paul about assisting with delivery of lunches on our two Sandwich Saturdays. If 

you can't help in that way you are certainly welcome to donate to our food costs--just make sure 

your let us know your donation is for Sandwich Saturdays. 

Sign up sheets will be in Fellowship Hall a couple of weeks prior to each build. The sign up sheet 

for our May 10th build is up in Fellowship Hall now.
